The Program creates new visionary leaders by providing the highest quality of facilitators, information and 
experiences.  The program format involves 9 one-day meetings, 50 hours of classroom instruction and a 
minimum of 150 hours of out-of class community impact activities.  Special program components include:

• Overnight Retreat (Mandatory): Designed to lay the foundation for the program, establish   
 expectations, form impact teams, receive impact team assignments, and begin the learning journey;

• Distinguished Leadership Speaker Series: The Servant Leaders Speakers Forum is designed to  
 expose our fellows to leaders from across the region in an intimate setting to have honest and candid  
 dialogue about issues that affect our region;

• Community Impact Learning Teams: Our Leadership Fellows immediately apply lessons learned  
 working in a group with one of our partner schools.  Fellows will be responsible for developing and 
 implementing a literacy project for elementary, middle or high school students.

• Legislative Policy Conference (Optional): National Urban League’s Legislative Policy Conference,  
 a two day summit convened in Washington DC.  Attendees participate in meetings on Capitol Hill  
 with U.S. Senators and Representatives and other dignitaries. In addition, participants will attend the  
 release event of the National Urban League’s State of Black America held at the National Press Club.
